Tuning the FWCC ANTIFREEZE
Due to the different Material used for the Tone board there are a few extra instructions we would like to share with you. 
1. Your Call has 4 Parts – Barrel – Cork – Reed – Insert or Stopper.
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2. Your supplied Mylar Reed should have Black Marks on the tops of the reeds, we mark them to make it easier for customers to identify that the mark end faces up and not towards the tone board reason being is that Mylar has a natural curve and we want to make sure the curve is facing the tone board so the call operates correctly.  On the Antifreeze calls the cork does not need to be chewed or smashed down, by not chewing the cork it will last longer and create very firm pressure on the reed because you will find that the tone board is very slick and the reed needs extra pressure so it does not slide around during operation. 
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3. Now you will find that the Cork notch is very flexible, do not be concerned that you will break the cork notch like acrylic tone boards. It will not happen… when you slide the un-chewed cork all the way back into the cork notch, you will find that the cork notch will flex upwards a little, its okay. To push the insert into the barrel you will need to apply a little pressure with you finger down on the cork notch until it fits into the barrel.
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4. The Anti Freeze is an O-ring type call and we make sure that the fitment is very tight inside the barrel and Insert to make sure pressure is being applied to the cork notch, Cork, and Reed since the tone board material is very slick. So we suggest you do not force the insert into the call. It will cause wear to the o-ring, applying some lubricant to the o-ring is always a good idea and we also suggest that you use a twisting motion when inserting into the barrel.
