Tuning the FWCC STORM WIDGEON

Your whistle duck call can be tuned to fit you… Everyone presents air into a call differently so it makes sense to be able to adjust a call to fit you. You will find the wedge of this whistle fits snugly into the barrel of the call but can be adjusted back and forth so you can find the sweet spot that fits you.

1. You will notice that the wedge has a black dot on one end of it. 
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2. The Black end is the end that needs to be placed into the call. You will also notice that the wedge has a slope to it. You want to make sure that the slope is perfectly center with the ramped bored hole in the barrel. The angle of the ramp on both the barrel hole and the wedge is where the magic happens with this whistle, so they need to be centered together.
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3. You can push the wedge into the barrel with just the pressure from your finger. Start by pushing it just flush with the end of the barrel and blow into the call to test the tone. Keep pushing it further into the barrel and play around with the different tones it will have. Just the slightest adjustment can change the whole sound of the call… try moving it in 1/16th increments.
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4. Its no big deal if you push the wedge to far into the barrel of the call… to push it back out of the barrel take a small rod and push it thru the ¼ bore hole at the end of the barrel… apply a little pressure and it will come right out… be very careful not to scratch the inside of the barrel. 
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
